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Crawley PCT Voluntary and Community Sector Grants Policy and Funding Criteria 2006- 2007

1. Introduction

Last year Crawley PCT supported a range of voluntary and community organisations through its grants programme to provide a range of services/activities in the community. The aim of the programme is to:

· Directly support the residents in Crawley in improving their quality of life

· Compliment or enhance health services and strategies which Crawley PCT provide or wish to support

· Achieve more for our community by working in partnership with voluntary/community sector colleagues

2. Crawley PCT grants programme

This PCT accepts applications from local voluntary/community sector organisations and the programme is publicised in the autumn of each year with a closing date in December. Decisions about funding are made each January by a panel of PCT staff, directors and non-executive directors. Grant monies will be allocated according to agreed criteria. Organisations will be provisionally funded for one year with an opportunity for a second year’s funding to be awarded if agreed monitoring and evaluation criteria have been met.

3. Who can apply?

We accept applications from

Registered charities, all voluntary and community groups, local self help and support groups can all apply for funding but need to demonstrate as a minimum a statement about how they record income and expenditure as well as how the funding will enhance the mental and physical well being of the residents of Crawley. We would also welcome joint applications from groups who feel they can achieve more by working together collaborative or in a formal partnerships.

4. Who will we not fund?

We cannot accept applications from:

· Individuals

· Private groups or companies (except charitable companies)

· Local groups whose fundraising is sent to their head quarters for redistribution

· National or regional organsiations unless they have a local base and/or where their application is for a specific project within the borough

· Political parties or organisations 

· Churches or religious groups if the activity will promote the religion itself

· Organisations where campaigning is the mina purpose or activity

5. Key Funding Priorities

We have identified a number of areas (or priorities) where we believe the voluntary/community sector has a role to play in a. improving the quality of life for the residents of Crawley and b. supporting the PCT to meet its strategic and local delivery plans objectives.

We will only approve applications, which show that the grant will be used to support at least one of the priority areas listed below:

· Relationship to the priority client groups areas as specified by the PCT local delivery plan i.e.

· Older People with a physical or mental health issues

· Adults with mental health issues

· Children (and families)

· People with a physical health issues such as coronary heart disease or cancer

· Adults/children with learning disabilities

· Teenage parents

· People with sexual health issues

· People with physical disabilities

· Relationship to any of the standards as specified in the National Service Frameworks for Mental Health, Older People and Coronary Heart Disease

· Evidence of working in partnership/joint working with other statutory and voluntary sector agencies

· Evidence of promoting social inclusion e.g. housing, education, employment, leisure and social activities

· Evidence of tackling Health Inequalites as specified by the Local Strategic Partnership Health and Social Care Action plan

· Evidence of improving the mental and physical well being of all specified groups

· Evidence of the outcomes for the scheme proposed and how these will be achieved

· Evidence of how service users and carers will be involved in the running of the project and decision making processes

· Evidence of financial solvency and an understanding and/or competency of financial management

· Evidence of the scheme being value for money and cost effective

· Evidence of providing a service not provided by the PCT (or another statutory sector agency)

· Evidence of the long term sustainability of the project

· Evidence that if the organisation operates on a county or other area basis, the bid submitted makes clear how the service will be provided for Crawley residents only

6. What can grants be awarded for?

Grants can be awarded towards the following areas of expenditure:

· Administration – items such as printing, publicity, stationary and communications

· Equipment –small pieces of equipment but not large scale capital items

· Premises  - rent for premises or hire charges for using a school, youth or community centre or other premises, heating and lighting costs

· Set up costs for one off projects and developmental work

· Costs to sustain a project which has been partly funded previously by the PCT

· Volunteers expenses

· Training and development

· New initiatives and joint ventures

Please note:

We will make one award per year for each successful organisation and this will not exceed £5000. We will also not fund major building projects or staffing costs for full or part time staff.

7. Evidence requires

We need you to supply evidence in support of your application. All applicants need to demonstrate:

· How you will use resources effectively

· How you aim to enhance and compliment the services provided by Crawley PCT or other agencies working locally

· That you have identified a need for the proposed services/project and how you aim to meet this need

· Evidence that you have consulted with people who use the service

· You have identified the outcomes for the proposed service

· How you have tried to find alternative sources of funding

· How you make sure that everyone is treated equally and fairly

· The total cost of the project and a budget breakdown

· Evidence of to whom your group or organisation is accountable to

· Evidence of how your organisation adheres to equal opportunities

8. Standard Terms and Conditions

All organsiations awarded a PCT grant are required to:

· To use the grant for the purpose for which it was awarded

· To acknowledge the contribution of the PCT on any publicity material

· To provide an agreed number of monitoring reports on the use of the grant within a specified period
